PACA was born in Albuquerque in 1973, and has sur­
vived with the support of local businesses and the sweat and tears of volunteers. 
PACA volunteers work every weekend at pet adoption sites to match animals with 
homes. Each home and potential adoptive family is screened and interviewed so that 
pets and people have a greater chance of making it work.

"No one wonts to put healthy, 
homeless animals down, but some agencies 
can't keep them. At PACA, it's not on option;
